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Baracement is a cement-based decorative coating consisting of three subgroups of

Fondo, Acabado and Resin.

Baracement Fondo which is in powder form, is made into a paste in combination with
Baracement Resin, which should be applied with a trowel to create the right
substructure in the required situations. (To know when and where you needed to

implement the Fondo, See the technical information sheet or related training videos)

Baracement Acabado is also in the form of a powder that should be combined with
Baracement Resin and is applied in the form of a paste with decorative steel trowel to

create a texture and design similar to cement or concrete.

Baracement Resin is a liquid that should be mixed with a certain ratio of Baracement

Fondo or Baracement Acabado to create a workable paste with trowel.

Baracement can be created in standard colors of its color chart or exclusively in more

than 20,000 color codes by order.
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How to apply Baracement Fondo:

Mix a pack of Baracement Fondo with a gallon of Baracement Resin and mix well
mechanically (manually or with an electric mixer). Then apply the created paste using a
special trowel in 2 or 3 layers and at least 3 to 4 hours between each hand. If you are
choosing Baracement to apply on floor, facade or inside the bathroom, be sure to use
special mesh between the first and second layers of the Fondo. For a smooth and even
surface, it is best to sand the worked surface with one of 80 to 120 sandpapers after

each hand is applied and after it is completely dry.



How to apply Baracement Acabado:

Mix a pack of Baracement Acabado with a gallon of Baracement Resin and stir well
(manually or with an electric mixer). Then apply the created paste in 1 or 2 layers with a
decorative steel trowel and at least 1 to 3 hours between each hand. To achieve a

different effect, the worked surface can be sanded.

To create a totally sealed, waterproof and resistant finish, you can use a variety of
single-component or two-component transparent varnishes (water base or solvent base)

with different characteristics and preferred finish: matt, satin or gloss.
